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5.4. Some bullying behaviour may amount to a legal offence. The School reserves the right to report
incidents of bullying to the police where appropriate, or to consult with the police as required.

5.5. Parents are encouraged to work with the School in supporting their children to bring incidents or
allegations of bullying to the School’s attention irrespective of whether those incidents have
happened within the school grounds or not. So as not to jeopardise or influence any
investigations undertaken by the School, parents are asked to refrain from discussing such
allegations with other pupils directly, or with those pupils’ parents.

5.6. Older pupils are encouraged to be alert to any bullying amongst younger pupils, to offer support
to them and inform staff of any concerns. Should any pupil become aware that another pupil is
being bullied, that pupil must seek advice and help.
